Some Good Tips for Readers & Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion

Readers:

1. Please continue to speak clearly whilst projecting your voice directly into the microphone. If you whisper in,
then a whisper comes out. If you need to, adjust the microphone before Mass to make sure it is in the correct
position.

2. For the Universal Prayers of Intercession (Bidding Prayers) please make your way to the ambo during the final

few lines of the Creed. The reader should be at the ambo and ready before the priest begins the Opening

Prayer.

Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion:

1. For Communion, can the Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion make their way to the sanctuary as soon
as the “Lamb of God” begins. Extraordinary Ministers should be in place on the sanctuary for this prayer
finishing and facing the altar for the priest saying: “Behold the Lamb of God”.
